She is presently an organ teacher and organist of the First Baptist Church of Rio de Janeiro. Mrs. Ballesteros is the President of the Institute of Culture and Organistic Art. Master in Organ by the UFRJ (Federal University of Rio de Janeiro) Domitila Ballesteros is currently a doctorate student of Ethnography of the Musical Practices in the UNIRIO (Federal University of the State of Rio de Janeiro). Domitila Ballesteros published the book “Jeanne Demessieux's Six Études and the Piano Technique”.Mrs. Ballesteros has been standing-out actively in the national and international organistic scenario. 
As one of the participants of the commemorations of the Year Brazil-France in 2005, sponsored by the Ministry of Culture of Brazil and by the Eurobrasil Institute, Domitila Ballesteros presented a series of concerts in the Region of Bretagne, France, in the cities of Ploermel, Fougères, Rennes and St. Malo.
